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Annual Scholarship Report

by Ann Krause, Scholarship Committee Chairman

Devoted, dedicated, supportive. These three words describe those
who have committed to donate, volunteer and believe in the Creston
Alumni Association and all that it represents. The association was
formed for the purpose of providing scholarship opportunities for our
graduates and these awards are critically important to them and im-
pact their lives immeasurably. Thanks to all of you and your contin-
ued support, this spring marks the 25th year we will award scholar-
ships.

In June of 2019 we awarded nine scholarships totaling $9000 to our
students, bringing the grand total of scholarships awarded in 24 years
to $273,985!

Because of the recently formed Wilbur Creston High School Co-op, it
is noted that the scholarships are designated for students registered as
Creston School District students only. Any past graduate of Creston
High School may apply for an alumni scholarship as well. To be eli-
gible, the student must plan to attend or be enrolled in a college, uni-
versity, or accredited vocational school. Applicants are required to
have a minimum of a 2.5 cumulative high school grade point average,
or a 2.00 cumulative college grade point average, complete an appli-
cation stating all activities, (school & extracurricular), awards and
honors received, community service and employment experience.
Also included must be two letters of reference and a letter stating why
they should be considered, including financial need, grades, impor-
tance of college and future plans. Five members of the scholarship
committee make decisions based on the criteria submitted in the ap-
plication. For more information or to obtain an application (available
the last week of February), contact the Wilbur Creston High School
office at 509-647-5602 or the Creston School Office at 509-636-2721.
